Mayor Garcia called the special meeting to order reading aloud the four agenda
items to be considered. Roll call was taken with all members present with the exception
of President Bonee. The mayor noted the city attorney was also in attendance.

Staff Report

City engineer Joe McAfee explained the alignment of the 24-40 sanitary sewer
project that ultimately connects into the 163" Street lift station. A color code map was
provided showing the properties that would be included in the benefit district. The blue
area represented property owners within the city limits who would be responsible for
80% of the cost and the pink area represented properties outside the city limits with 20%
of the cost being borne by the city-at-large. The City would recoup their cost when
the pink area developed. The developer, at time of platting, would have two options 1)
pay a one-time lump sum, or 2) have their payments placed on the tax rolls.  Since the
City of Basehor has already paid two years of payments, the assessments would be
amortized over a thirteen-year period. The interest rate would be 3.07% for the life
time of the loan.

Councilmember Sifford asked Mr. McAfee if he was confident the map was
correct. Mr. McAfee explained he took the annexation ordinances and outlined the city
boundaries.  Council and members of the audience questioned several of the areas.
Mr. McAfee noted he would take their comments under advisement.

City attorney John Thompson presented a tentative schedule of what the next
steps should be to finalize the benefit district. He explained Kansas Statutes 12-616
through 12-619 allows the City to create a benefit district after the lines have been
constructed.  He noted, a problem occurred after the City started the project, more land
was annexed.  The pink area was for future allocation purposes only and the blue area
was the only area being addressed in the ordinance. ~ Mr. Thompson noted the
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law does not allow the City to assess taxes to properties outside the city limits; therefore,
the city-at-large would be responsible for the cost until the property was annexed into the
city and platted. He reminded Council, some property (in pink) may never be
developed and the City would ultimately be responsible for the entire assessment. He
explained by having a map now, future developers would have advanced notice that
assessments would be collected at time of platting. The next step, after passing the
ordinance before them this evening, would be to pass a resolution calling for a public
hearing and then another ordinance creating the assessments.

Mayor Garcia asked if Council had any more questions, there being none, the
mayor then called for a vote on the following agenda items.

1. Consider ordinance repealing Ordinance 454

A motion was made by Councilmember Hooker and seconded by Councilmember
Thomas to repeal Ordinance 454.  Roll call vote was taken with all members voting in
favor. Motion passed 4-0.

2. Consider repealing Charter Ordinance 15

A motion was made by Councilmember Thomas and seconded by
Councilmember Hooker to repeal Charter Ordinance 15.  Discussion followed.
Councilmember Dysart stated she was in favor of Charter Ordinance 15 and could not
support repeal.  Roll call vote was taken with all members voting in favor with the
exception of Councilmember Dysart. Motion passed 3-1.*

3. Consider adopting a Home Rule Ordinance to create Taxing districts within
the city limits of the City of Basehor pursuant to K.S.A. 12-617 and K.S.A.
12-619.

A motion was made by Councilmember Sifford and seconded by Councilmember
Thomas to adopt a Home Rule Ordinance to create taxing districts within the city limits
of the City of Basehor pursuant to K.S.A. 12-617 and K.S.A 12-619.  Discussion
followed.  Councilmember Hooker stated he thought the word “and” should be replaced
“K.S.A 12-617 through K.S.A 12-619”. Mr. Thompson agreed. = Councilmember
Dysart stated she supported Charter Ordinance 15 and could not support passage of the
new ordinance.  Roll call vote was taken with all members voting in favor with the
exception of Councilmember Dysart. Motion passed 3-1.

4. Consider Scheduling Public Hearing for 24-40 Taxing District.
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The city attorney explained the new ordinance has to be published first then a
resolution adopted scheduling the public hearing. He requested this item be tabled.

A motion was made by Councilmember Thomas and seconded by
Councilmember Sifford to table until after publication of the aforementioned ordinance.
Roll call vote was taken with all members voting in favor. Motion passed 4-0.
Adjournment

There being no further business to discuss, a motion was made by
Councilmember Hooker and seconded by Councilmember Thomas to adjourn the special

meeting.  Roll call vote was taken with all members voting in favor. Motion passed 4-
0. Meeting adjourned at 7:03 p.m.
