MINUTES
BASEHOR CITY COUNCIL MEETING
May 10, 2004
6:00 PM
Basehor City Hall
Official Presiding: Mayor Joseph Scherer

Members Present: Pres. Julian Espinoza, John Bonee, Iris Dysart, Bill Hooker
(arrived at 6:10 p.m.), and Keith Sifford

Staff Present: David Fuqua, Mary Mogle

Mayor Scherer called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. with all members present
except Councilman Hooker. Mayor Scherer asked that the record reflect that the city
attorney John Thompson was not present. ~ Pledge of Allegiance was recited followed
by a moment of silence.

MINUTES

Councilwoman Dysart asked that Action Item #2 on page five be amended to read
“approve” not “deny” with Pres. Espinoza requesting employees Dick Boultinghouse and
Robert Van Cleave not be listed in the minutes since they were not requested to attend the
meeting.

A motion was made by J. Espinoza and seconded by K. Sifford to approve the
April 26, 2004 minutes to include the aforementioned corrections. All aye. Motion
carried 4-0.

(Councilman Hooker arrived at 6:10 p.m.)

FINANCIAL REPORTS

A motion was made by J. Espinoza and seconded by K. Sifford to approve the
financial reports and vendor payments as submitted. Discussion followed. All voted in
favor except Councilman Hooker. Motion carried 4-1.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Item #1. Issue Letter of Direction to Planning Commission regarding Pyramid Zoning
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Mayor Scherer announced at the April 26" meeting, council discussed changing
the zoning regulations to allow pyramid zoning. Since then he has been informed that it
takes action from the planning commission before any changes can be made at the
council level. He requested council authorize a letter of direction be sent instructing the
planning board and staff to research pyramid zoning.

President Espinoza stated according the planning staff, the City can accomplish
the same task without changing the zoning regulations. Mayor Scherer stated the
planning staff was talking about what is referred to as “overlapping”.  The mayor noted
he did not care for this process since he anticipated a large amount of area that would be
affected.  President Espinoza stated he would like to see a staff report prior to taking
action.  Mayor Scherer suggested due to time constraints sending the letter of direction
to the planning commission now.

NEW BUSINESS

Item #1. Resolution Waiving Out of GAAP (General Accepted Accounting
Principles for 2003.

Item #2. Resolution Waiving Out of GAAP (General Accepted Accounting
Principles for 2004.

A GAAP waiver must be passed if a governing body wishes to opt out of the State
General Accepted Account Principles.  Councilman Hooker stated he was opposed to
the waiver noting the accountants should have caught the embezzlement that occurred in
2002 and expressed his dissatisfaction with the accounting firm of Lowenthal Singleton
& Bennett.

The city clerk stated the City would still fall under the guidelines of the cash basis
law and by using GAAP, an audit of this nature would cost twice as much. ~ Ms. Mogle
noted GAAP was, at times, required by bonding companies, however, the City’s bonding
company (Piper Jaffrary) informed her they did not require GAAP. Therefore, she
recommended passage for the years 2003 and 2004.

Item #3. Schedule Public Hearing for Delinquent Sewer & Solid Waste Accounts
(June 14 @ 5:45 p.m.)

The city clerk requested the public hearing to hear from residents with delinquent
sewer and solid waste accounts be set for June 14™ at 5:45 p.m.

Item #4. Contractor Payments for Pinehurst Benefit District

Item #5. Final Plat and Subdivision Improvements Agreement for Honey Creek
Farms

The planning commission requested approval for the final plat and Subdivision
Improvements Agreement for Honey Creek Farm. Based on a last minutes request to
waive the required excise tax, Mayor Scherer suggested tabling action.

Janelle (amended to Janelle 5/24/04) Phillips with Landplan Engineering came
forward noting she turned in the request based on the time frame she was given by the
Basehor planning department.

Mayor Scherer apologized to Ms. Phillips for the staff’s error and stated the
matter was too important to rush into suggesting it be presented at the May 24™ Council
meeting.

Item #6. Discussion Regarding 158™ Street KDOT Grant

City Administrator David Fuqua reported the economic development grant
received last year would expire in October 2004.  He reminded the city council that a
decision needed to be made whether to proceed with the present location of 158" Street
or tral to get the grant amended to construct a frontage street from 155™ Street west to
158" Street. The cost would be cheaper to both the city and developers.

Councilman Bonee commented the developers should not have to foot the bill for
all improvements throughout the city and suggested researching the matter further before
making a decision.

Item #7. Amend Policy 5.06 Rest and Meal Periods, Employee Policy Manual

Mayor Scherer noted changes have already been implemented to Employee Policy
5.06. Action to adopt the proposed amendment would make it legal and binding.
Councilman Hooker questioned some of the verbiage in the policy; however, council
members felt the policy was satisfactory in its present state.
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CITIZENS AND PETITIONS

Item #1. Chris Donnelly, Leavenworth Area Development
Re: Membership Dues for Year 2005

Mr. Donnelly appeared on behalf of Leavenworth Area Development (LAD)
updating Council on projects currently being sponsored by their organization. He
noted there are two task forces (1) K-7 Corridor Task Force, and (2) One-Cent Sales
Tax Task Force that are meeting on a regular basis and encouraged the City of
Basehor to send representatives to these committee meetings.

Councilmember Dysart read a statement from a LAD member, that appeared in
the Basehor Sentinel, who stated LAD supported K-7 as a high speed freeway. She
felt if this was the case, LAD was not supporting, nor acting in the City of Basehor’s
best interest. ~ Councilman Bonee commented that it was a common perception that
LAD is only looking out for Leavenworth and Lansing and was not concerned with
the south part of the county.

Mr. Donnelly stated LAD needs to do what is best for Leavenworth County as a
whole and must research all the options. ~ Mr. Donnelly went on to explain
membership dues for 2005 are based on valuation and population with the City of
Basehor’s dues estimated to be $3,250.00 for year 2005.  He requested Council
consider this amount be worked into their next years budget.

2. Citizen Comments Regarding Agenda Items
Mayor Scherer announced this portion of the meeting was for citizens who wish
to speak regarding an agenda item with all presentations being limited to five
minutes.  He asked the audience twice with no response, therefore, he closed the

public portion of the meeting.

ACTION ITEM

Item #1. Approve or Deny Issuance of Letter of Direction to Planning Commission
regarding Pyramid Zoning

A motion was made by J. Bonee and seconded by B. Hooker to send a letter of
direction to the planning commission regarding pyramid zoning. All aye. Motion carried
5-0.

Item .#2. Approve or Deny Resolution Waiving Out of GAAP (General Accepted
Accounting Principles for 2003.
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A motion was made by K. Sifford and seconded by J. Bonee to approve
Resolution 2004-03 waiving out of GAAP for year 2003. All voted in favor except
Councilman Hooker. Motion carried 4-1.

Item #3. Approve or Deny Resolution Waiving Out of GAAP (General Accepted
Accounting Principles for 2004.

A motion was made by K. Sifford and seconded by J. Espinoza to approve
Resolution 2004-04 waiving out of GAAP for year 2004. All voted in favor except
Councilman Hooker. Motion carried 4-1.

Item #4. Approve or Deny Schedule Public Hearing for Delinquent Sewer & Solid
Waste Accounts (June 14 @ 5:45 p.m.)

A motion was made by J. Espinoza and seconded by K. Sifford to schedule a
public hearing regarding delinquent sewer and solid waste accounts on June 14 at 5:45
p.m. All aye. Motion carried 5-0.

Item #5S. Approve or Deny Contractor Payments for Pinehurst Benefit District

A motion was made by J. Espinoza and seconded by K. Sifford to approve
contractors payments in the amount of $340,930,.68 for Pinehurst Benefit District. All
aye. Motion carried 5-0.

Item #6. Approve or Deny Final Plat and Subdivision Improvements Agreement for
Honey Creek Farms

A motion was made by J. Bonee and seconded by J. Espinoza to approve the final
plat for Honey Creek Farms excluding the request for a waive of excise tax. All aye.
Motion carried 5-0.

Item #7. Approve or Deny Action Regarding 158" Street KDOT Grant

A motion was made by I. Dysart to table action regarding 158" Street KDOT
grant until the city administrator could perform more research. All aye. Motion carried
5-0.

Item #8. Approve or Deny Amendment to Policy 5.06 Rest and Meal Periods,
Employee Policy Manual
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A motion was made by B. Hooker and seconded by J. Bonee to approve the
amendment to Policy 5.06 Rest and Meal Periods of the Employee Policy Manual. All
aye. Motion carried 5-0.

Item #9. Approve or Deny Distribution of Mayor’s Salary Among Council
Members.

A motion was made by K. Sifford and seconded by J. Espinoza to approve the
redistribution of the mayor’s salary among the members of the governing body (mayor &
council members). All aye. Motion carried 5-0.

The city clerk reminded the governing body a charter ordinance would have to be
adopted before the redistribution could take effect. =~ Mayor Scherer announced the
charter ordinance would be submitted at the May 24™ meeting.

Executive Session (Discuss Personnel and Attorney-Client Privileged Matters)

Mayor Scherer announced it was necessary to convene into an executive session
to discuss legal matters; however the city attorney was not present but would be
contacted via conference call during the session.

A motion was made by K. Sifford and seconded by J. Bonee to convene into
executive session for a period of fifteen minutes to discuss attorney-client privileged
matters. All aye. Motion carried 5-0.  The city administrator and Steve Miles were
invited into the executive session.

At 7:05 p.m., the mayor called the meeting back to order announcing it was
necessary to go back into executive session for twenty-five minutes.

A motion was made by B. Hooker and seconded by K. Sifford to convene into
executive session for twenty-five minutes to finalize discussion regarding legal matters.
All aye. Motion carried 5-0.

At 7:30 p.m., Mayor Scherer called the regular meeting back to order announcing
that no formal action was taken in executive session.

MAYOR’S REPORT

Item #1. New Post Office Location
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Mayor Scherer reported he received a letter from the post office announcing they
have chosen property located at 155™ & Elm Street as the new location for a future post

office facility. A public notice must be posted for thirty days before the project would
be approved.

Item #2. Fairmount Township Hall Parking Lot Improvements
The mayor questioned Mr. Brandt if he had cost estimates for the parking lot
improvements.  Mr. Brandt noted they would be ready next week. Based on this

information, the mayor directed the city clerk to place the matter on the May 24™ agenda.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to discuss, a motion was made by J. Espinoza and
seconded by K. Sifford to adjourn the meeting. All aye. Motion carried 5-0.

WORKSESSION

The worksession following the regular council meeting was held to discuss speed
limits along Leavenworth Road, Parallel, and 155™ Street.

Based on discussion an ordinance shall be presented at the May 24, 2004 meeting
as follows:

155" Street:
o State Ave. north to middle of bridge at Pebblebrook shall be 40 mph.
a Pebblebrook north to Pin Oak Drive shall be 25 mph.
a Pin Oak Drive north to city limit shall be 40 mph.

Parallel:
o City Limit west to 150" St. shall be 40 mph
o 150™ St. west to city limit shall be 35 mph.

Leavenworth Rd:
o 155" Street east to 154™ St. shall be 30 mph.
o 154" St. east to city limit shall be 40 mph.
o City limit west to 154™ St. shall be 40 mph.
o 154™ St. west to 155™ St. shall be 30 mph.

Worksession was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
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
