MINUTES
Minutes of the December 7th regular meeting were considered. The minutes
were approved as printed.
TREASURERS REPORT
Council then considered appropriation Ordinance #1116, This ordinance was
approved by council poll, taken 12/31/76 to bring the books within the 1976
budget and was subject to change at this regular meeting. D. Cochran moved
to reinvest $20,000,00 in Certificates of Deposit for six (6) months with
Citizens Mutual in Basehor on Jamuary 6th 1977. A. Landauver gave a second
to this motion. Five yes-opposed none. Motion Carried.D. Cochran then moved
to accept the polling on 12/31/76 and adopt appropriation Ordinance #116,
M. Sterner gave a second to this motion., Five yes-opposed none., Motion Carried,
BICENTHENNIAL COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT
Sherrie Magaha, chairman of the committee appeared to request three new
people be placed on the committee. They were; Joyce Basso, Bill Carter and
Dale Breuer. She also stated that the committee wishes to add a woman later
in the year. Since the Bicentennial has passed she asked that the name of
the committee be changed. Discussion followed with council agreeing to the
names and that the name of the committee could be changed.
WATERS REPCRTS ON CONMNECTING LINK
Waters stated that he had had a meeting with the County Commissioners con-
cerning the Mayor's request that they assist us with maintenance of 155th
street, since it is a connecting link for the County. Waters stated that the
Commissioners are in agreement that there is a need for work to be done on
155th street, however that the county work load for the yvear 1977 has been
alocated, Mike Sachse, County Engineer was asked to come to the comuissioner's
meeting also. Waters called to their attention K.S.A. 68=506E which stated"The
county commission may pay $250.00 per pavement mile per year or, in cities of
the third class provide for the maintenance of such streets. The commission
felt that two (2) miles of 155th street needs improving and that they would
consider re-surfacing this street in 1978. A Federal program was mentioned
for possible assistance for material and maintenance. This program is called
3=R( reconstruction, rehabilitation and repair) and will be looked into by
Waters and the commission, Waters informed council that a formal ledter from
the city should be sent to the County Commissioners asking that the re-surfacing
be considered in 1978, Mayor Worley asked Waters to continue to work with
the commission and to make a formal request for the re-gsurfacing of 155th in 1978,
PETITION FILED ON SOLID WASTE
wWaters went on to inform the council of a petition filed in District Court
requesting recovery of taxes paid under protest (solid waste), He went on to
state that he will file an answer with the County Attorney on behalf of the
city and will send copies of his answer to each council member and the mayor.
SCLID WASTE DISPOSAL REQUEST'S INCREASE
A letter from Solid Waste Disposal requesting a 25¢ per unit increase and ine
forming council of a change from a performance bond to & bank letter of credit,
Much discussion followed. Waters suggested he should contact Mr. Knsub to let
him know that they do not have the authority to raise with out proper negotiation
with the city.
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C. CONAWAY QUESTIONS COUNCIL

Mr. Clyde Conaway, citizen, appeared stating "this was a rumor, I heard it,

I thought I would ask". The rumor concered Mr. Harold Wiley¥s application for
building inspector. Conaway's question was "did the council feel Mr., Wiley
would be in conflict of interest if he were appointed as building inspector?®
Following much discussion Mayor Worley informed Mr. Conaway that as mayor he
did not recommend Mr. Wiley because he felt Mr, Wiley was not qualified to be
building inspector. That the council did not specify he would be in conflict

of interest,

REAVIS REPORTS
Earl Reavis, chief of police, asked for a new desk for the police department,
Following much discussion D. Cochran offered to give the department a desk,
Reavis will go look at the desgks., Reavis asked for a special meeting in exe
ecutive gession to handle some personel problems in the polive department.
Meeting was set for January 15th at 11:00 a.m. in city offices,

ANIMAL, CONTROL

layor Worley brought up that Carolee Gabel, animal control officer, has asked
for a raige in her contract. At present she gets $60.00 and is asking for $100.,00
per month. Gabel was not present., After discussion it was decided that she

will be asked to come to the meeting January 15th to consider pay raise,
MARTELL REPORTS

Martell reported that he had gotten the letter sigrned from Tom and Conmie
Pebley for Kansas Power and Light to allow a 10' permanent easement on their
property. This would allow the trees to be maintained by KP&L., This easement
concerns the south lagoon. Martell went on to report on his findings as to

the type of sewer cleaning device the city should use for the sewer lines.

His findings were that Roto Rooter is not desirable with the type of lines

we have, that is could be damaging to the lines, He mentioned a water presge
ure type cleaning device. Following much discussion Martell was asked to get
the price per hour and other information needed for the company using this

type device to make a call to Rasehor. Martell informed the council of the
possibility that a written revort can be submitted by his firm concerning

data they have collected from our sewer system and various seminars., The charge
would only be for a few hours ($18,00). Much discussion followed with J. Ebert
making a motion that this report be submitted to council. M. Sterner gave a
second to this motion. Five yes-opposed none. Motion Carried,

cussed the added responsiblities,that they had discussed the possibility of
causing there to be a building ingpector and a sewer maintenance man which would
mean that two people would be responsible for the different Jjobs.,

SPECTAL PERMIT FOR JAMES HOFFMAN

A special permit to allow James Hoffman on 150th street to keep a mobile home
on his property for his mother who needs attention, was considered. Following
much discussion A. Goens moved to approve this permit for the year 1977-1978,
A. Landauer gave a second to this potion, Four yes-one opposed (Cocbran) Motion
Carried,

COMMERCIAL HAULERS PERMIT

was considered. J. Ebert moved that this renewal be allowed., M, Sterner gave
