Mayor Worley called the meetving to order. The first order of business was the

Mayor's recommendation of Robert Raines and Pat Young to the Basehor Planning

Commission for the term of August 1976 to August 1979. A. Goens moved to accept

Pat Young to the Basehor Plamming Commission ag recommended by Mayor Worley,

M. Sterner gave a second to this motion, Five yes-opposed none. Motion Carried,

M. Sterner moved to sccept Robert Raines to the Basehor Plamning Commission as

recommended by Mayor Worley. A. Landauver gave a second 4o this motlon. Fivee

yes=opposed none. Motion Carried, Mayor Worley recommended Chuck Chiles to re=

place Glen Hubbel to serve on the Basehor Planning Commission. Following much

discussion this recommendation failed for lack of a motion, Mayor Worley stated

that this position will remain empty for the time being., Mayor Vorley was ins

formed by the City Clerk that Robert Hrabak bad called to relay the request

of the Basehor Planning Commission that the City Counecil appoint James Wilson

to the Regional Planning Commission, Mayor Worley asked that this appointment

be approved by Council. M. Sterner moved the appointment of James Wilson to

the Regional Planning Commission be made. 4. Goens gave a second to this motion.

WARDEN RESIGNS AS CITY TREASURER

Mayor Worley read the resignation from Riechard Warden as City Treasurer, Mr.

Warden has served as treasurer for 10 years, His resignation stated that he will

serve until the September meeting and that he would be willing to help train

the new treasurer. Mayor Worley thanked Mr, Warden for a job well done and the

eouncil concurred. Mayor Worley stated that he had contacted Mrs. Virginis

Williams and she is interested in assuming the job of City Treasurer, A. Landauer

gtated that she had contacted someone who is also interested. A meeting was set

for Tuesdsy August 17th at 7:00 to interview the spplieiants, Also at 8:00 on the

17th the council has invited Commigsioner Howard Vining te speak on variocus fundg

that are available to the city. D. Cochran moved that this meeting be allowed,

As Landauer gave a second to this motion. Five yes-opposed none, Motion Carried,

Clerk wag directed to notify Howard Vining.

TREASURERS REPORT

A, Landauer moved to remove from checking balance $7,168,61 into a pass beok

account. M. Sterner gave a second to this motion, Pive yes-opposed none, Motion

Carried, M. Sterner moved to reinvest $10,000,00 in CD's at the First State Bank

in Tonganoxie, A, Landauer gave a gecond to this motion. Five yes-opposed none,

Motion Carried. A. Landsuer moved to accept the treasurers report and to adopt

appropriation ordinance #111. J, Ebert gave s second to this motion., Five yege
oppoged none, Motion Carried,
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city council meeting B-17=76
COUNTY ENGINRER'S PROPOS
The propesal from the County Engineer's office was then discussed, This matler
concerned the intersection of 155th and Parallel, The drawing wag viewed by
Counecil and they agreed to the concept, but felt that the north sign should
remain as it now is (stop) rather than a yeild as proposed. The ameunt for this
project was quoted to be $1,375.00 with the county doing the work. Counecil dir-
eceted a letter to each County Commissioners asking who would bear the cost.
CITIZENS COMPLAIN
Clyde Conaway appeared to complain about the gtreets being broomed saying their
homes were full of dirt, thew they should have been notified. He asked what the

purpose was. Mayor Worley answered the idea is to bring the gravel to the center
of the street so it will go down into the oil, Mr. Conaway accused the City of
picking on the Rickel Addition. Mayor Worley then informed him that all of the
city streets that had been oiled were broomed the same day. Conaway went on to
complain about & drive way tube belonging 1o Ed Klamm stating that the builde
ing inspector told him (Conaway) that Mr. Klamm should clean it out and that
the inspector got out of line with his comments about Mr. Klamm, The Mayor ine
terrupted telling Mr. Conaway this was dealing with personalities and would be
taken up at a later date, The council was also accused of making an example out
of the Robert Landauer's on a matter concerning a drive way tube that they re-
moved. This accusation came from Mr, Conaway and Mrs. Pearl Stephens,

SENIOR CITIZENS BUS

Margaret Sterner reported that a 15 passenger bus for senior eitizensg has been
approved by the County Commigsioners. There is a need for two volunteer drivers
from this area. Also M. Sterner stated that Mr. W. Kiester will be making a
request for a doctor for this area,

JENNINGS REQUEST WEEDS BE CUT

7. Landauer stated that Mr. Jennings is asking that the city cut weeds on the
right a-way, also that Mr. Ray Breuer be asked o cut weeds on his property av
the corner of Hickory and 155th Terrace. M. Sterner moved second by 4. Landauer
that a letter be written to Mr. Breuer concerning the weeds. Five yes-opposed
none, Motion Carried.

ATTORNEY WATERS REPORTS

Waters reported that he had had no communication from the Nick attorney cone-
cerning the ownership of the Nick property. He also stated that the delinguent
sewer and trash list must be certified by September 10th to the County Clerk
and we need addresses and tax code numbers on each, He asked the clerk to cone
tacet Virginia Williams and have her call him on this information.

REAVIS-CHIER OF POLICE

Reavis passed out a letter he had written to be approved by ecouncil. The letter
if approved will be sent to each Basehor Reserve Police officer stating that
each man will work a minimum of 25 hours per month and that an evaluation will
he made at the end of each 3% months period of each officer to see if he has put
in his required time, if he has not he will be asked to resign. Following dig-
cussion J. Ebert moved that this policy be put into effect by Chief Reavia, A.
Landauer gave a second to this motion. Five yes-opposed none. Motion Carried,
Mayor asked Reavis to continue enforcing curfew.

TEO MARTELL REPOKRTS

Martell reported that all parts for the flow meters are in and will be asssembled,
also stated that the diteh in Meyer addition has been cleaned out and should
carry any storm now., Coneerning the easement for KP&L at the south lagoon Martell
atated he will get with Waters.

GODARD REPORTS :

Ray Godard, City Inspector, gtated that since we had the need to have the sewers
serviced by Roto Rooter he had gotten some literature on prices for buying our
own cleaning device. Discussion but no action.

LLECTRTCAL CODE
Attorney Waters presented a proposed ordinance adopting the National Electrieal
Code, establishing licensing for all electrical installations, At this point
Conaway interrupted to say Ray Godard, City Inspector, was not qualified to

inspeect electrical work. Much discussion follewed with comments from many
present concerning the requirments of a license, Ray Godard left the meeting,
Je« Ebert recommended that any one asking for a building permit will sign a
statement saying he will wire according to the National Electrical Code. After
much more discussion J. Ebert moved second by A. Goens the adoption of the
National Electrical Code 197%, but that the City not get involved in liecensing,
that the person who will be doing the wiring will sign a statement that he
will abide by the National Electrical Code. Four yes=one no {Cochran), Motion

PLUMBING COLE
J. Ebert moved to pass this matter,
CHANGE ORDINANCE #7354
This item was also tabled, Novak stated at thisg point that as a tax paying
citizen he felt funds should be kept in the sewer department. That if maine-
tenance costs increased and these fundas were put into the general fund we
would not have the money to take care of the cost. He also ask if we have
surplus why are we paying s sewer service charge. This matter will be looked
into further and put on the September agenda.
STREET NUMPERING ORDINANCE
An Ordinance establishing a street naming, street numbering and house numbering
system for the eity as recommended by the Planning Commission, was presented,
M. Sterner moved to accept the street numbering ordinance as recommended. A,
Landauer gave a second to this motion, Four yes-one abstained (Ebert), Motion
Carried,

by the Planning Commission, was considered., M, Sterner moved to accept this
ordinance on the first reading.

Attorney Waters recommended that the city employees galsries be set by ree
solution, D, Cochran moved that this resclution be drafted, A. Landauver gave
a second to this motion, Five yes-opposed none., Motion Carried,
REVENUE SHARING ACTUAL USE REPORT
The 6th Actual Use Report for Revenue Sharing was viewed by couneil, Clerk
was directed to prepare for Mayor's signature and printing in the BRasehor
Sentinel .
SOCIAL SECURITY
The council considered to elect to pay socilal security for city employees,
Cochran stated that since the city has only one full time employvee he would
move not to pay social security, but would reecommend to amend CETA contract
to fund mediecal insurance in lieu of social security for the city clerk,
A, Goens gave a second to this motion. Five yes-opposed none. Motion Carried.
FINANCE & ADMINISTRATION
This committee made a request for the purchase of 10 chairs for the city office.
Discussion followed with the committee being asked to get prices and that this
matter be added to the September agenda,
Ao Goens moved to adjourn at 10:15, A. Landauer gave g second., Five yege
opposed none, Motion Carried.
